In 2003 Congress unanimously passed
the Prison Rape Elimination Act and
President Bush signed the act into law.

In May of 2012 the Department of Justice
released final, binding national standards
to prevent, detect, and respond to prison
rape. PREA is the first federal legislation
to address sexual assault of incarcerated
victims. The purpose of PREA is to
support prevention, reduction and
elimination of sexual assault and rape
within all corrections systems. PREA
mandates that correctional systems
establish zero tolerance for sexual

La Pifion started a pilot program called We
End Violence (WEV) in Hatch in the fall of
2014 which graduated a total of 101
students. This program is designed to make
the participating high school a safer and
more productive environment for students
by using the skills learned to overcome
bullying. Participation in the WEV program
have included students from health, physical
education and/or child development classes.

In the fall of 2015 there was an

expansion of the delivery of the WEV
Program to include the Gadsden
Independent School District. In total, there

were 1,232 graduates from the WEV
program in the 20152016 fiscal year.
Students from Hatch Valley Independent
School District, Truth or Consequences
School District, Las Cruces Public School
District and the Gadsden Independent
School District participated in the program.

In fiscal year 20162017 the average

graduation numbers were 850 per semester.
There has been an increase in students

participating from the Truth or
Consequences School District and the
Gadsden Independent School District.
